Attend Nature Guide training on field trip programs which cover topics
such as: local habitats & ecology, working with kids, watershed & water
cycles, animal adaptations, and more (at least 17 hours).

After training: independently lead 2 hour field trips based on the provided
curriculum and nature-based topics (40 hours/ 2 tours per week, on-site).
Modify existing curriculum or design new nature-based lessons to be used
in future Arboretum programs (15-20 hours remote or in-office work).
Co-lead on-site after school program alongside Arboretum staff, with
opportunities to create and modify personalized lessons (15-20 hours).

Aid in Wildflower Festival event set up and public engagement (10 hours).
